GHHS Band Boosters Gift Card Program

There are two different forms that the Gift Card Program has from the participating Grocery Stores

1. $100 Gift Cards (Lowes Food, Food Lion, and Harris Teeter)

Note: Harris Teeter has discontinued participation. There are still a few left)
2. Kroger Card – this is a “rechargeable” Card. When you take this to Kroger, you can use your debit/cash/credit card to add to the balance on the Kroger Card.

For each dollar you purchase, Kroger will provide 5% and the other Gift Cards will provide 6% to the Boosters. Of this amount, 10% goes to the Band General Fund and the remaining amount goes into the Student Account

So, if you put $100 on the Kroger Card, $4.5 will go into your Student’s Account.

If you spend $100 on the other Gift Cards $5.4 will go into your Student’s Account.
There are Pros and Cons:

Kroger

Pro – it’s just one card and you can “recharge” the Card at any time at Kroger.


If your Debit/Cash/Credit Card gives you Rewards Points it’s a win/win!

Con – Kroger waits until $5,000 is “charged” before remitting the amount to the Boosters. 

(This is done on a Monthly basis, so it can be up to 2 months before the monies 


are applied to the Student Accounts.)

Other Gift Cards


Pro – the Accounts are balanced monthly and the monies apply immediately.


Con – once all your cards are used, you have to make arrangements to pick up more.

Other ways to use the Cards (they can be used to buy anything in the respective Store.)
I have used them to buy Gift Cards for Birthdays (iTunes), Wedding Gifts(Target), Christmas Gifts (Outback Steakhouse, Macaroni Grill etc..) and even to purchase Carpet (Home Depot) and I always have an extra Home Depot Card for those weekend Projects.
