	9. Write a two-page summary of a college or professional ensemble rehearsal or performance using musical knowledge and vocabulary gained in class.  (You must contact conductor prior to rehearsal to be sure you are allowed to attend.) Include a program from the concert.  This can be the same concert used for assignment #4.

	
	
	10. Using the Suggested Listening list as a guide, listen to one Wind Ensemble recording and one solo recording on your instrument.  Write a 2-page summary of the pieces, using musical knowledge and vocabulary gained in class.  Emphasis should be placed on ensemble sound, timbre, range, style, and expression.


If a student is unable to complete the above requirements, alternate assignments may be given at the director’s discretion.  An Honors portfolio must be maintained and turned in at the end of the semester of credit along with the given rubric.  Students not completing ALL of the above requirements (or equivalent alternative assignments at the discretion of the director) by the end of the semester that they are receiving Honors credit will receive a one-letter grade deduction from their final semester average.
