All,

Sorry for providing so much information but I want to make sure everyone has everything they need.

It is that time of year again when we start thinking about Walnut Creek Amphitheater and We desperately need you to volunteer to work at Walnut Creek this summer.   Our working at Walnut Creek is a major fundraiser for the Band Boosters and provides funds for your student account which will help to offset YOUR marching band or other band related expenses.  Most of the profit from this activity goes directly to your student account with a small percentage going to the Band Booster general fund.  We currently have 3 stands that we staff for every event at Walnut Creek and depending on the event may be asked to help out at other stands.   This year we are again working the Hill, East Igloo, and West Igloo.  The following is an estimate of how many people it takes to operate these locations

West Igloo – 3 - 6 people (most events 4)

East Igloo – 3 - 6 people (most events 4)

Hill – 4-6 people (most events 5)

This means that we need a minimum of 10 – 13 people to volunteer for every event.  It is not hard work and sometimes can be fun.  There are a couple of requirements that need to be met by all volunteers that work at Walnut Creek.  You must be trained in alcohol awareness thru the Aramark TIPS program and the NC Alcohol Commission RASP program. TIPS and RASP training classes are free of charge and run about 3 hours long.  Tips training will be valid for 2 years starting 2011.

If you have taken the TIPS training last year you will not need to take it again but for anyone that has not had TIPS training in the last year YOU WILL TO TAKE IT.   I suggest that everyone takes the training and if you have a Junior or Senior then taking it this year will cover you until graduation.  I will send out a list of those people that are Active TIPS trained and the expiration dates that are on file.

The other required class is the NC Alcohol training class called RASP.  If you have taken this class already last year you will not need to take it but I again suggest that everyone takes it this year since Aramark is not going to have an expiration date associated to it beginning this year. 

This year we are lucky to have scheduled the TIPS and RASP training at Green Hope in the Band room.  The dates are as follows:

NC ABC RASP training on Monday March 7th from 6:00 – 9:00pm

Aramark TIPS training on Monday March 28th from 6:00 – 9:00pm

If you miss these training dates you will need to schedule the training on your own and the information on getting the training is stated below.

TIPS classes are being scheduled by Aramark for March.


The only training date in March is the 29th at the Budweiser plant at 6:00 pm

TIPS training is held at the Budweiser Plant.  For those of you that need directions:
Take the Poole Rd exit off of 440 and turn towards Knightdale. 
At the first light turn left onto Carya Dr (turn into the Wake County Office Park) 
At the fork, stay right onto Civic Dr and Budweiser is at the end on the left. 

NC ABC  RASP classes 

Go to www.ncabc.com/education/rasp  and click on District 4 
Choose a date and time you plan to attend and click register. 
Click on the dot for Currently holds permit and continue. 
Type in Walnut Creek in Trade Name and then Search. 
Select the Walnut Creek - Aramark LLC and then continue. 
Fill in the information and you are registered.  

These classes are usually in the afternoon from 1:00 – 3:00 except for once a month when the class is held on a Wednesday from 5:30 – 7:30.

Once you have completed the class, send an email to Rick Chapin so I have a record of it.  For Rick Chapin send email to either rick.chapin@globalknowledge.com or rchapinjr@aol.com.

When you arrive at the class make sure you fill out the attendance sheet and clearly print your name and school name otherwise they will not give you credit for attending.

 

Remember all people need to be both TIPS trained and ABC trained in order to serve alcohol at Walnut Creek and Aramark has made it known that there will be no exceptions
