 
Dear Band Parents:
I have received some emails from folks with some great questions, so I have included the following info for everyone below. 
 
Q: Can I bring other family members along on the bus?
While we would love to have ALL of our Band family join us, we can only allow parents and those 18 and older to ride on the motor coach bus with us due to liability reasons with the school. Should you decide to drive/fly, your other children are welcome to stay at the hotel and attend the performances.
 
Q: Due my other children on the trip need tickets to the performances ?
The Friday preliminaries and Saturday morning semi-finals are general admission. Which means that you can sit anywhere in the stadium. For these performances children 10 and under are free. HOWEVER, for the Saturday night finals performance, seats are assigned. This means that everyone needs to have a ticket except for children 2 and under who are sitting in your lap.
 
Q: Can we purchase tickets at the venue?
Tickets for the semi finals on Friday morning and the Finals on Saturday night can be purchased at the door. For the finals, seats will not be optimal, but will be available. Prices range from $50 to $12 depending on location. For those who wish to purchase finals tickets ahead of time, we are purchasing the economy seats for finals at $24 each.
 
Q: What if I need a hotel room for Saturday night
The block of rooms that we have reserved is for Thursday and Friday nights. I am in contact with the hotel to check into folks making their own reservations for Saturday night at the same cost. If you are interested in staying for Saturday night, please email me with your request for 2Q or K and I will be sure to get back to you. We will be staying at the Hampton Inn Indianapolis Northwest - Park 100, 5860 West 73rd street, Indianapolis, IN  46278.
 
Q: What activities are the kids doing and can we join them?
The details of the itinerary and activities that the kids may be participating in are still being worked out. Once the itinerary is finalized, I will notify parents of any tickets or meals that would need to be purchased in order to join us. This would be a separate fee and is not included with your bus, hotel or finals ticket payment due on September 7th.
