Subject: Volunteering at College Football Games/Great Way to Earn Money for your Child’s Band Account
 
First of all, welcome to our new members and their families and returning members!  My name is Cindy Calva  and I will be the coordinator again this year for working with an organization entitled Staff One for our band community.
 
In my coordinator role, I will serve as the single point of contact for Staff one for Green Hope.  Every year, Green Hope High School Band has the opportunity to send parent volunteers to work the gates, concessions, and / or parking at football games. Specifically, the NCState, Duke, and ECU games.
 
If you are interested in working any of the games, I will be your contact. I will communicate details to you and ensure coverage for the games and communicate all information to Staff one.
 
These venues provide you with an opportunity to earn money for your child’s account. Usually, it roughly $8.00 to $9.00 per hour and averages 4 to 5 hours per venue/game.  90% of what you earn goes DIRECTLY to your child’s account. The other 10% goes into the BAND BOOSTERS account.  In addition to earning the money, it’s fun!
 
You can sign up for one game, all games, or any number you prefer.  If you are interested, please email me with your name, phone number, and games you are interested in working as soon as possible. (first come first serve as there is a limit).
