Randy Kohlenberg, Professor of Trombone
Dr. Randy Kohlenberg is a Professor of Music at The University of North Carolina at Greensboro where he is the teacher of trombone, conductor of the University Trombone Ensemble, and founder of the NC Trombone Festival. Originally from Austin, Texas, he began his career as an instrumental music instructor in the public schools and has taught at the University of Oklahoma, Morningside College (Sioux City, Iowa), and UNCG.
 

Dr. Kohlenberg has been recognized for his work in the field of music education, as an orchestra conductor, and by the International Trombone Association, from which he received the President's Distinguished Service Award (2007). He was honored with the Distinguished Service Award from UNCG for his 25 years of service as Associate Director of the Summer Music Camp, the largest university music camp in the United States. Dr. Kohlenberg's well-known UNCG Trombone Ensemble has performed at the International Trombone Festival and at the Eastern Trombone Workshop in Washington, DC, on several occasions, and annually at the NC Trombone Festival. As a member of the Market Street Brass he performs numerous local and national concerts and has performed in China on three separate tours. Dr Kohlenberg served for the past two years at the President of the North Carolina Association of Colleges and Teacher Educators and represented North Carolina at the American Association of Colleges and Teacher Educators.
 

Dr. Kohlenberg was awarded as the Outstanding Teacher of the Year in the School of Music in 2000. His former students have distinguished themselves as performers and teachers throughout the US, and many have become leaders in the profession. Although the trombone studio is one of the largest, every trombonist studies with Dr. Kohlenberg and is offered ample opportunities to perform in the vast array of ensembles including orchestra, bands and wind ensemble, jazz ensembles, and small ensembles including the trombone ensemble.
